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WORK IN THE OIL INDUSTRY AND PRODUCTION PLATFORMS IN NORWAY - 2004

The labour market situation: 

There is positive development in the investments in the oil industry in Norway. Unfortunately this does not lead to an increased demand for personnel. On the contrary many companies are reducing staff.

There is still some demand for skilled personnel within drilling and well-service technicians, construction workers, industrial painters, graduated engineers with ex relevant experience (drilling, reservoir, electrical logging etc.). Your qualifications must be certified.

Oil companies - which actually employ most of their staff onshore - are continuously being submerged by (mostly quite irrelevant) spontaneous applications for work offshore. There is no point to send these kind of application, but we would advise you to look for actual vacancies on each companies web-sites. 

Please note that only 35 % of them who work in the oil industry in Norway are working offshore. 

Language proficiency: 

The working languages on oil industry are Norwegian and English. Fluency is requested in at least one of these languages. English dominated during the early years of oil activity on the Norwegian Continental Shelf, but Norwegian has now taken over and is requested by almost all employers.

Safety courses and medical certificate: 

In order to be admitted for work on the oil platforms, you must have attended specific safety course . The safety courses are conducted at schools approved by The National Association of Oil Companies (OLF - Oljeindustriens landsforening), which is responsible for the safety on platforms. On their homepage there is a list of all schools and courses. The address is: http://www.olf.no and http://www.nutec.no These courses are expensive and are usually conducted in Norwegian. A few courses are offered in English. In addition to the safety course, a medical certificate confirming fitness for work on oilplatforms, is required.

Please note that a safety course alone does not give you a job. 

Education 

Higher education:

For engineers will an education (3-5 years) within petroleum/petroleum technology and geology/ geophysics be relevant. This education is on a university level.

Lower education

Polytechnical schools (2 years) with petroleum technology will be relevant. Also all education in drilling, well-service and welding techniques. The oil industry also hires personnel who has an education within processing, industry mechanics, and auto mechanic.           

How to find jobs: 

The Norwegian Employment Service has a data base comprising all published vacancies. However, oil platform jobs are not distinct from other vacancies in the petroleum sector in general. Such requests will therefore be handled according to the general occupational search criteria. If you want to know about jobs on offer, you are welcome to phone our "Job line" ("Grønn linje"). They have a complete overview of available jobs in Norway, and you can phone them from abroad. The telephone number is: +47 800 33 166 (from 8.00 am to 6.00 pm).

Please consider the following as well:

Many Norwegian applicants for jobs on oil platforms have the certified safety course, as well as relevant education and experience. People with this background will therefore often fill the jobs on platforms, which become available. Please, be aware that it may be easier to get a job offshore if you already have experience from the petroleum sector onshore. 

The Norwegian oil companies receive every day hundreds of letters from people from all over the world applying for employment on Norvegian oilrigs. The companies do not recruit personnel through these letters.
